Six $1,000 scholarships will be awarded the first week of April. First and second alternates will also be chosen. If a winner is not able to accept the scholarship, he/she is to notify the Festival Chairman and the State Scholarship Chairman no later than May 1 of the year of competition.
RULES & REGULATIONS
1. Winners may attend a Music Camp of their choice. Rising Juniors, Seniors, and Graduating Seniors may apply their scholarship to private advanced level lessons or to a camp of their choosing. Scholarship monies will be paid directly to the student’s chosen camp, teacher, or college.
2. Applicant(s) must be a member of the MFMC Junior Division (club or Individual Member) in grades 7-12 and must not have reached their 19th birthday by festival date (including graduating seniors.)
3. Piano, String, and Instrumental Applicants must enter in Medium Class or higher and make a Superior Rating on performance the year of audition for the scholarship. Voice Students must enter in Junior I class or higher and make a Superior Rating.
4. Applicants must have taken Musicianship Test Level 4 and made a Superior Rating. After a Superior Rating is achieved at this level, no further Musicianship test is required for this scholarship.
5. Applicants will audition on-line and will be expected to submit a video performance of their Required Piece.
6. Applicants must provide judges with a copy of their music. PHOTOCOPIED MUSIC IS PROHIBITED.
7. Winners will be notified via email the first week of April.
8. No travel expense to camp is provided by MFMC.
